1) By (direct) bus. The bus stop is conveniently located right 

outside the arrivals area. The journey takes around 2 hours 

and 20 minutes.

The Airport Express buses, located in front of Terminals 1 and 2, will take you 

to the Prague Main Railway Station (outside the building, 40 min, 4 €). From there, the 

train to Brno takes approximately 2 hours and 30 minutes (one way journey from 16 €).

Brno uses Beep and Go system: public transport tickets can be 

conveniently purchased directly inside trams, buses, and 

trolleybuses using a credit card or a smartphone. Simply tap 

your card or phone on the onboard payment terminal, and your 

ticket will be issued automatically.

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Transportation in Brno

How to buy a single ticket for public transport?

̶ In Brno, you can choose from several basic tickets depending on the length of your journey. The 

shortest and cheapest is a 15-minute ticket for 20 CZK; a 60-minute ticket costs 25 CZK, and for longer 

journeys you can use a 90-minute ticket for 27 CZK. You can buy your ticket from vending 

machines at bus and tram stops, in newsagents or directly in the carriages. Each time you board 

the vehicle, just tap your contactless bank card against the validator and the system will charge 

you an hourly ticket for 25 CZK. This is the easiest and most used option. If you want a shorter 

ticket for 20 CZK, you have to beep on exit as well. You can also purchase a ticket for a passenger or 

another fare option directly on the validator. Details can be found on the website.

Ossuary at the Church of St James – a place formerly used to inter the skeletal
remains from graves with a mystical atmosphere

Old Town Hall – significant historical building with a lookout tower with amazing
views of Brno

Brno Observatory and Planetarium – science centre near a beautiful city park
where you can look into the microworld, discover the secrets of life and much
more
